The 

discussion focused on topics regarding methods to 

increase the reliability and integrity of data and 

findings acquired from NDT activities.

1 in Germany.  The purpose of participation in this 

courses is to strengthen the capabilities of Nuclear 

Malaysia in non-destructive testing and evaluation 

(NDT & E). The Basic NDT Level III was held in English 

language at The German Society for Non-Destructive 

Testing (DGZfP) Berlin, Germany on 16-27 

November. This 2 weeks course focused on theoretical 

part of materials and main NDT methods (RT, UT, MT, 

PT, VT and ET).  After passing the examination for the 

basic NDT Level III examinations, the personnel shall 

only need to focus on the specific NDT methods, e.g. 

ultrasonic testing, for certification of specific methods.  

Meanwhile The Visual Testing Level 1 was held on 6-

10 November in DGZfP Wittenberge, Brandenburg 

Germany. This course was held in German language 

and was separated to theoretical and practical 

sessions. During the practical session, the participant 

focused on inspection of defects on surface of railway 

parts.
